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Waitara aim high for Aaricultural Safet

Four students from Waitara High School have ensured
that their schoolOs name will appear on the Taranaki
Agricultural Safety Challenge Trophy for the first time
since the competition started thirteen years ago. The
team won by a comfortable margin, with St Marys
Diocesan School (Stratford) taking second place and
Francis Douglas Memorial College third. The Challenge
attracted the highest number of schools ever to
participate in the annual competition, with 8 secondary
schools entering teams for the all day event.

Safety Week is fast approaching and New Plymouth injurySafe are, once again, asking
workplaces to enter teams for their fun, team-building OBusiness House Safety ChallengeO.

This interactive team event is aimed at workplace health & safety representatives and others with an interest in
innovative approaches to promoting safety at work. Workplaces are invited to submit a team of up to 4 people
(companies can combine teams if they wish) who will participate in a range of practical safety challenge activities,
each lasting 20 minutes. The OchallengesO can include anything from dealing with a small kitchen fire, mixing
hazardous chemicals, dealing with an aggressive customer, installing a child carseat or testing your road safety skills
on a virtual road trip. Teams are measured on their safety skills and knowledge as well as their teamwork.

The challenge activities are led by staff from Department of Labour,
. ACC, Police, Fire Service, Roadsafe Taranaki, Plunket, Sport Taranaki
and others. The main focus of the event is on home safety, but the
| challenge activities encourage teams to transfer their workplace health
and safety knowledge to the task they are undertaking.
