A project aimed at identifying the key injury prevention 
and community safety priorities of Maori in Taranaki is 
making good progress. The project team recently took 
part in some initial training in use of participatory 
action research techniques that will enable them to 
support community members in carrying out their own 
research. The training covered the use of a range of 
research techniques, including ‘community mapping’ 
where participants draw a map of their local 
community, identifying and marking key local issues. 
The group had fun focusing on safe and unsafe areas 
in Waitara (pictured below).

The next step of the project includes finalising the 
membership of a Maori community steering group that 
will oversee the ongoing progress of the project and 
help identify suitable Maori community researchers.

 STUDENTS CALL FOR SAFER CYCLING

Safety concerns were identified as a key reason why 
children at St. John Bosco School do not cycle to school. 
A research study carried out by children at the school, 
some of whom are keen cyclists, found that 75% of the 
school’s children currently travel to and from school by 
car. The children took to the streets to identify safe 
cycling routes as well as cycling hazards, which included 
speeding traffic, poor visibility at some junctions and 
glass on the road.  
 
The children presented their findings on 7th December to 
road safety and cycling representatives from the District 
Council, Cycling Advocacy Network, RoadSense and 
other groups. Angela James, who is leading the 
development of the NPDC Cycle Strategy, and Carl 
Whittleston from Road Engineering, gave an update on 
the district Cycle Strategy and answered questions 
relating to road engineering. They invited the children to 
send in their written recommendations to the council.
